I am writing to you on behalf of the Redevelopment Agency for the County of Riverside (the “Agency™) pursuant to
Section 33607.5(e) of the California Health and Safety Code (the “Code”). As you are aware, the Agency may, with
a taxing entity’s approval, subordinate amounts (payable from tax increments of a redevelopment project area) that
the Agency is required fo pay such taxing entity pursuant to Section 33607.5 of the Code (the “Statutory Pass-
through Payments™) to bonds issued by the Agency for the same project area. At this time, the Agency is expecting
td  ue a new series of bonds (the “Bonds™) to be secured by the Agency’s tax increment revenues from the
Agency’s Desert Communities Redevelopment Project Area (the “Project Area”). By this letter, the Agency
requests that the Desert Community College agree to the subordination of Statutory Pass-through Payments that the
Agency is required to pay the Desert Community College in connection with the Project Area to the Agency’s
payment obligations for the Bonds.

The Agency is planning to issue the Bonds prior to the end of fiscal year 2010-2011. Enclosed for your review,
pursuant to Section 33607.5(2)(e) of the Code, is a tax increment revenue projection summary, which includes a
debt service coverage analysis prepared by Urban Analytics LLC (the “Fiscal Consultant™). The Fiscal Consultant’s
report shows that the Agency can reasonably expect to have sufficient funds available to pay both debt service on the
Bonds and all of the Agency’s Statutory Pass-through Payments owed to the various affected taxing entities for the
Project Area. Additionally, the Agency may issue additional Bonds and place the proceeds thereof in an escrow, the
earnings on which will pay the debt service on such Bonds. Such amounts will not be released for use by the
Agency until there is sufficient coverage to ensure the timely payment of debt service on the Bonds and the
sufficiency of tax increment to pay Statutory Pass-through Payments.

For the benefit of the Agency’s records, please complete the attached Acknowledgement and return it to me
no Iater than March 16, 2011, The Agency also requests that the governing beard of the Desert Community
College take official action, by resolution or motion, to formally approve the subordination of your Statutory
Pass-through Payments to the Bonds (including the escrow Bonds).
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Pl. ¢ note that, in accordance with Section 33607.5(e)(3) of the Code, if the Desert Community College does not
respond to the requested subordination within forty-five (45) days of this letter, the subordination will be
automatically deemed approved by the Desert Community College and such approval shall be final and conclusive.
Furthermore, to disapprove this subordination, the Desert Community College must find, based on substantial
evidence, that the Agency will not be able to pay the debt service on the Bonds and the Statutory Pass-through
Payments that it is required to pay the Desert Community College.

California Health and Safety Code Section 33607.5(e) provides the following:

(1) Prior to incurring any loans, bonds, or other indebtedness, except loans or
advances from the community, the agency may subordinate to the loans, bonds or
other indebtedness the amount required to be paid to an affected taxing entity by this
section, provided that the affected taxing entity has approved these subordinations
pursuant to this subdivision.

(2) At the time the agency requests an affected taxing entity to subordinate the
amount to be paid to it, the agency shalil provide the affected taxing entity with
substantial evidence that sufficient funds will be available to pay both the debt
service and the payments required by this section, when due.

(3) Within 45 days after receipt of the agency's request, the affected taxing entity
shall approve or disapprove the request for subordination. An affected taxing entity
may disapprove a request for subordination only if it finds, based upon substantial
evidence, that the agency will not be able to pay the debt payments and the amount
required to be paid to the affected taxing entity. If the affected taxing entity does not
act within 45 days after receipt of the agency's request, the request to subordinate
shall be deemed approved and shall be final and conclusive. (Emphasis added.)

titted “Schedule A.” If I am reading the projection correctly, it shows more than
three times the amount of funds necessary to cover subordinated passthrough
payments in fiscal year 2010/2011, increasing progressively over the next fifteen
years to over tent times the necessary funds. Iunderstand this category would include
any amounts payable fo the District by the Agency. Thus, the projection would
appear to show adequate amounts left to satisfy payments to the District after bond
debt is serviced.

The Schedule A projection was apparently included with the Agency’s
correspondence to satisfy its burden under Health and Safety Code § 33607.5(e) to
provide the District with “substantial evidence that sufficient funds will be available
to pay both the debt service and the payments required by this section, when due.”
In responding to this request, the District “may disapprove a request for
subordination only if it finds, based upon substantial evidence, that the agency will
not be able to pay the debt payments and the amount required to be paid to the
affected taxing entity,” There appear to be few, if any, reported decisions involving
litigation under Health and Safety Code § 33607.5(e).

It therefore seems to me that the District’s response would depend upon whether or
not it agrees with the numbers presented by the Agency in the Schedule A
attachment, The Tax Increment Projections were prepared by Urban Analytics LLC,
a financial consultant for the Agency. Counter-analysis of these numbers is beyond
the scope of services my office can provide. Ido, however, note the correspondence
dated February 14, 2011 from Ann Feng-Gagne of Dolinka Group, LLC to Dr. Deas,
I assume that Dolinka Group is advisory in nature to the District, and that the former
provides financial consulting services fo the district. If these assumptions are true,
I would strongly suggest that the District consult with Dolinka Group to analyze the
projections offered by the Agency, and to see if there is other information that needs
to be solicited from the Agency to validate its numbers.

I agree with your analysis, as stated in your e-mail of February 15, 2011 to Mr.
Gibbs. Same correctly identifies the District’s options, and factors that control the
District’s response. The proper response to the Agency’s request for subordination
depends upon whether the District agrees with the financial analysis provided in the
Schedule A Tax Increment Projection.

Time is of the essence, as the District may be deemed to accept the Agency’s request
45 days after it is made. Inote that the Agency’s correspondence is dated January 26,
2011, but itis stamped “received” as of February 4, 2011, The statute regards the 45-
day period as starting upon receipt of the agency’s request, so it may make sense to
communicate with the Agency to clarify the date that will be considered as the 45™
day. '

CONFLICT OF INTEREST - TRUSTEES

Board members shall not be financially interested in any contract made by the Board or in any
contract they make in their capacity as Board members

A Board member shall not be considered to be financially interested in a contract if his or her
interest is limited to those interests defined as remote under Government Code Section 1091 or is
limited to interests defined by Government Code Section 1091.5.

A Board member who has a remote interest in any contract considered by the Board shall
disclose his or her interest during a Board meeting and have the disclosure noted in the official
Board minutes. The Board member shall not vote or debate on the matter or attempt to influence
any other Board member to enter into the contract,

A Board member shall not engage in any employment or activity that is inconsistent with,
incompatible with, in conflict with or inimical to his or her duties as an officer of the District.

In compliance with law and regulation, the President shall establish administrative procedures to
provide for disclosure of assets of income of Board members who may be affected by their
official actions, and prevent members from making or participating in the making of Board
decisions which may foreseeably have a material effect on their financial interest.

Board members shall file statements of economic interest with the filing officer identified by the
administrative procedures.

Board members are encouraged to seek counsel from the District's legal advisor in every case
where any question arises.

CODE OF ETHICS STANDARDS OF PRACTICE -
TRUSTEES |

The Board maintains high standards of ethical conduct for its members. Members of the
Board are responsible to:

A. Devote time, thought and study to his/her duties as a DCCD Board Member so that
effective and creditable service may be rendered.

B. Work with fellow Board Members in a spirit of civility and cooperation in spite of
differences of opinion that may arise during vigorous debates of points of view.

C. Base personal decisions upon all available facts in each situation, vote by honest
independent conviction in every case unswayed by partisan bias, and abide by and
uphold the final majority decision of the Board.

D. An individual Trustee has no legal authority outside the meetings of the Board to
direct staff, including the President, and should conduct relationships with College
employees, students, local citizenry and the media on that basis.

E. Be aware that Trustees are responsible to all citizens of the District, and not solely to
those who elected them. The authority delegated to Trustees by the voters must be
exercised with as much care and concern for the least influential as for the most
influential member of the community.

F. Resist pressure to use the position of a Trustee to benefit either personally or any
other individual employee or community group or agency which diminishes the
general welfare of DCCD. Trustees should also accurately account for expenses.

G. Keep in mind under all circumstances that the Board is legally responsible for the
effective operation of the District. Its primary function is to establish the policies by
which the DCCD is to he administered. The Board will hold the President and
his/her staff accountable for the administration of the educational, student services,
and business operations.

H. Welcome and encourage the involvement of students, employees and citizens with
respect to establishing or modifying policy, through established channels of
communications and consider their views in deliberations and decisions as Trustees.

I. Recognize that deliberations of the Board in closed sessions are not to be released
or discussed in public without the prior majority Board approval.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST - TRUSTEES

Incompatible Activities (Government Code Section 1126, 1099)

Board members and employees shall not engage in any employment or activity that is
inconsistent with, incompatible with, in conflict with or inimical to the Board member’s duties as
an officer of the District. A board member shall not simultaneously hold two public offices that
are incompatible. When two offices are incompatible, a board member shall be deemed to have
forfeited the first office upon acceding to the second.

Financial Interest (Government Code Section 1090 ef seq.)

Board members and employees shall not be financially interested in any contract made by the
Board or in any contract they make in their capacity as members of the Board or as employees.

A board member shall not be considered to be financially interested in a contract if his or her
interest meets the definitions contained in applicable law (Government Code Section 1091.5).

A board member shall not be deemed to be financially interested in a contract if he or she has
only a remote interest in the contract and if the remote interest is disclosed during a board
meeting and noted in the official board minutes, The affected board member shall not vote or
debate on the matter or attempt to influence any other member of the Board to enter into the
contract. Remote interests are specified in Government Code Sections 1091(b); they include, but
are not limited to, the interest of a parent in the earnings of his or her minor child. In addition, a
Board member shall not be deemed financially interested in a contract if he or she has no
qualifying interest in the contract, as specified by law. (See Government Code Section 1091.5)

No Employment Allowed (Education Code Section 72103(b))

An employee of the District may not be sworn in as an elected or appointed member of the
governing board unless and until he or she resigns as an employee. If the employee does not
resign, the employment will automatically terminate upon being sworn into office.

This provision does not apply to an individual who is usually employed in an occupation other
than teaching and who also is, at the time of election to the board, employed part time by the
District to teach no more than one course per semester or quarter in the subject matter of that
individual’s occupation. (Education Code Section 72103(b)).




Financial Interest in a Decision (Government Code Section 87100 ef seq.)

If a board member or employee determines that he or she has a financial interest in a decision, as
described in Government Code Section 87103, this determination shall be disclosed and made
part of the Board’s official minutes. In the case of an employee, this announcement shall be
made in writing and submitted to the Board. A board member, upon identifying a conflict of
interest, or a potential conflict of interest, shall do all of the following prior to consideration of
the matter,

+ Publicly identify the financial interest in detail sufficient to be understood by the public;

« Recuse himself or herself from discussing and voting on the matter;

+ Leave the room until after the discussion, vote, and any other disposition of the mafter is
concluded unless the matter is placed on the agenda reserved for uncontested matters. A
board member may, however, discuss the issue during the time the general public speaks
on the issue.

Gifts (Government Code Section 89503)

Board members and any employees who manage public investments shall not accept from any -
single source in any calendar year any gifts in excess of the prevailing gift limitation specified in
law.

Designated employees shall not accept from any single source in any calendar year any gifls in
excess of the prevailing gift limitation specified in law if the employee would be required to
report the receipt of income or gifts from that source on his/her statement of economic interests.

The above limitations on gifts do not apply to wedding gifts and gifts exchanged between
individuals on bitthdays, holidays and other similar occasions, provided that the gifts exchanged
are not substantially disproportionate in value.

Gifts of travel and related lodging and subsistence shall be subject to the above limitations
except as described in Government Code Section 89506.

A gift of travel does not include travel provided by the District for board members and
designated employees.

Board members and any employees who manage public investments shall not accept any
honorarium, which is defined as any payment made in consideration for any speech given, article

published, or attendance at any public or private gathering (Government Code Sections 89501,
89502).

Designated employees shall not accept any honorarium that is defined as any payment made in
consideration for any speech given, article published, or attendance at any public or private
gathering, if the employee would be required to report the receipt of income or gifts from that
source on his or her statement of economic interests. The term “honorarium” does not include:




« FEarned income for personal services customarily provided in connection with a bona fide
business, trade, or profession unless the sole or predominant activity of the business,
trade or profession is making speeches.

« Any honorarium that is not used and, within 30 days after receipt, is either returned to the
donor or delivered to the District for donation into the general fund without being
claimed as a deduction from income tax puirposes.

Representation (Government Code 87406.3)

Elected officials and the President shall not, for a period of one-year after leaving their position,
act as an agent or attorney for, or otherwise represent for compensation, any person appearing
before that local government agency.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE — (Reporting
requirements for Trustees and Emplovyees)

Pursuant to Section 18730 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations, incorporation
by reference of the terms of this regulation along with the designation of employees and
the formulation of disclosure categories in the Appendix referred to below constitute the
adoption and promulgation of a conflict of interest code within the meaning of
Government Code section 87300 or the amendment of a conflict of interest code within
the meaning of Government Code section 87306 if the terms of this regulation are
substituted for terms of a confiict of interest code already in effect. A code so amended
or adopted and promulgated requires the repotting of reportable items in a manner
substantially equivalent to the requirements of article 2 of chapter 7 of the Political
Reform Act, Government Code sections 81000, et seq. The requirements of a conflict of
interest code are in addition to other requirements of the Political Reform Act, such as
the general prohibition against conflicts of interest contained in Government Code
section 87100, and to other state or local laws pertaining to conflicts of interest.

Section 1. Definitions

The definitions contained in the Political Reform Act of 1974, regulations of the Fair
Poiitical Practices Commission (2 Cal. Code of Regs. sections 18100, et seq.), and any
amendments to the Act or regulations, are incorporated by reference into this conflict of
interest code.

Section 2. Designated Employees

The persons holding positions listed in the Appendix are designated employees. It has
been determined that these persons make or participate in the making of decisions
which may foreseeably have a material effect on financial interests.

Section 3. Disclosure Categories

This code does not establish any disclosure obligation'for those designated employees

who are also specified in Government Code section 87200 if they are designated in this
code in that same capacity or if the geographical jurisdiction of this agency is the same




as or is wholly included within the jurisdiction in which those persons must report their
financial interests pursuant to article 2 of chapter 7 of the Political Reform Act,
Government Code sections 87200, et seq. In addition, this code does not establish any
disclosure obligation for any designated employees who are designated in a conflict of
interest code for another agency, if all of the following apply:

(A) The geographical jurisdiction of this agency is the same as or is wholly included
within the jurisdiction of the other agency;

(B) The disclosure assigned in the code of the other agency is the same as that
required under article 2 of chapter 7 of the Political Reform Act, Government Code
section 8§7200; and

(C) The filing officer is the same for both agencies.! Such persons are covered by this
code for disqualification purposes only. With respect to all other designated employees,
the disclosure categories set forth in the Appendix specify which kinds of financial
interests are reportable. Such a designated employee shall disclose in his or her
statement of economic interests those financiat interests he or she has which are of the
kind described in the disclosure categories to which he or she is assigned in the
Appendix. It has been determined that the financial interests set forth in a designated
employee's disclosure categories are the kinds of financial interests which he or she
foreseeably can affect materially through the conduct of his or her office.

Section 4. Statements of Economic Interests - Place of Filing

The code reviewing body shall instruct all designated employees within its code to file
statements of economic interests with the agency or with the code reviewing body, as
provided by the code reviewing body in the agency's conflict of interest code.?

Section 5. Statements of Economic Interests - Time of Filing

(A) Initial Statements. All designated employees employed by the agency on the
effective date of this code, as originally adopted, promulgated and approved by the
code reviewing body, shall file statements within 30 days after the effective date of this
code. Thereafter, each person already in a position when it is designated by an
amendment {o this code shall file an initial statement within 30 days after the effective
date of the amendment.

1 Desighated employees who are required to file statements of economic interests under any other agency's
conflict of interest code, or under article 2 for a different jurisdiction, may expand their statement of economic
Interests to cover reportable interests in both jurisdictions, and file copies of this expanded statement with
both entities in lieu of filing separate and distinct statements, provided that each copy of such expanded
statement filed in place of an criginal is signed and verified by the designated employee as if it were an
original. See Government Code section 81004,

2 See Government Code section 81.010 and 2 Cal. Code of Regs. section 1.84.15 for the duties of filing officers
and persons in agencies who make and retain copies of statements and forward the originals to the filing
officer.




(B) Assuming Office Statements. All persons assuming designated positions after the
effective date of this code shall file statements within 30 days after assuming the
designated positions, or if subject to State Senate confirmation, 30 days after being
nominated or appointed.

(C) Annual Statements. All designated employees shall file statements no later than
April 1.

(D) Leaving Office Statements. All persons who leave designated positions shall file
statements within 30 days after [eaving office.

Section 5.5. Statements for Persons Who Resign Prior to Assuming Office

Any person who resigns within 12 months of initial appointment, or within 30 days of the
date of notice provided by the filing officer to file an assuming office statement, is not
deemed to have assumed office or left office, provided he or she did not make or
participate in the making of, or use his or her position to influence any decision and did
not receive or become entitled to receive any form of payment as a result of his or her
appointment. Such persons shall not file either an assuming or leaving office statement.

(A) Any person who resigns a position within 30 days of the date of a notice from the
filing officer shall do both of the following:

(1) File a written resignation with the appointing power; and

(2) File a written statement with the filing officer declaring under penalty of perjury
that during the period between appointment and resignation he or she did not make,
participate in the making, or use the position to influence any decision of the agency
or receive, or become entitled to receive, any form of payment by virtue of being
appointed to the position.

Section 6. Contents of and Period Covered by Statements of Economic Interests

(A) Contents of Initial Statements. Initial statements shall disclose any reportable
investments, interests in real property and business positions held on the effective date
of the code and income received during the 12 months prior to the effective date of the
code.

(B) Contents of Assuming Office Statements. Assuming office statements shall disclose
any reportable investments, interests in real property and business positions held on the
date of assuming office or, if subject to State Senate confirmation or appointment, on
the date of nomination, and income received during the 12 months prior to the date of
assuming office or the date of being appointed or nominated, respectively.

(C) Contents of Annual Statements. Annual statements shall disclose any reportable
investments, interests in real property, income and business pasitions held or received




during the previous calendar year provided, however, that the period covered by an
employee's first annual statement shall begin on the effective date of the code or the
date of assuming office whichever is later.

(D) Contents of Leaving Office Statements. Leaving office statements shall disclose
reportable investments, interests in real property, income and business positions held or
received during the period between the closing date of the last statement filed and the
date of leaving office.

Section 7. Manner of Reporting

Statements of economic interests shall be made on forms prescribed by the Fair
Political Practices Commission and supplied by the agency, and shall contain the
following information:

(A) Investments and Real Property Disclosure. When an investment or an interest in
real property® is required to be reported,* the statement shall contain the following:

1. A statement of the nature of the investment or interest;

2. The name of the business entity in which each investment is held, and a general
description of the business activity in which the business entity is engaged;

3. The address or other precise location of the real property;

4. A statement whether the fair market value of the investment or interest in real
property exceeds two thousand dollars ($2,000), exceeds ten thousand dollars
($10,000), exceeds one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000), or exceeds one
million dollars ($1,000,000).

(B) Personal Income Disclosure. When personal income is required to be reported,® the
statement shall contain:

1. The name and address of each source of income aggregating five hundred dollars
($500) or more in value, or fifty dollars ($50) or more in value if the income was a
gift, and a general description of the business activity, if any, of each source;

3 For the purpose of disclosure only {not disqualification), an interest in real praperty does not include the
principal residence of the filer,

4 Investments and interests in real property which have a fair market value of less than $2,000 are hot
investments and interests in real property within the meaning of the Political Reform Act, However,
investments or interests in real property of an individual include those held by the individual's spouse and
dependent children as well as a pro rata share of any investment or interest in real property of any business
entity or trust in which the individual, spouse and dependent children own, in the aggregate, a direct, indirect
or beneficial interest of 10 percent or greater.

8 A designated employee's income includes his or her community property interest in the income of his or her
spouse but does not include salary or reimbursement for expenses received from a state, local or federal
government agency.




2. A statement whether the aggregate value of income from each source, or in the
case of a loan, the highest amount owed to each source, was one thousand dollars
($1,000) or less, greater than one thousand dollars ($1,000), greater than ten
thousand dollars ($10,000), or greater than one hundred thousand dollars
($100,000);

3. A description of the consideration, if any, for which the income was received;

4. In the case of a gift, the name, address and business activity of the donor and any
intermediary through which the gift was made; a description of the gift; the amount or
value of the gift; and the date on which the gift was received;

5. In the case of a loan, the annual interest rate and the security, if any, given for the
loan and the term of the loan.

(C) Business Entity Income Disclosure. When income of a business entity, including
income of a sole proprietorship, is required to be reported,® the statement shall contain:

1. The name, address, and a general description of the business activity of the
business entity,;

2. The name of every person from whom the business entity received payments if
the filet's pro rata share of gross receipts from such person was equal to or greater
than ten thousand dollars {($10,000).

(D) Business Position Disclosure. When business positions are required to be reported,
a designated employee shall list the name and address of each business entity in which
he or she is a director, officer, partner, trustee, employee, or in which he or she holds
any position of management, a description of the business activity in which the business
entity is engaged, and the designated employee's position with the business entity.

(E) Acquisition or Disposal during Reporting Period. In the case of an annual or leaving
office statement, if an investment or an interest in real property was partially or wholly
acquired or disposed of during the period covered by the statement, the statement shall
contain the date of acquisition or disposal.

Section 8. Prohibition on Receipt of Honoraria

(A) No member of a state board or commission, and no designated employee of a state
or local government agency, shall accept any honorarium from any source, if the

member or employee would be required to report the receipt of income or gifts from that
source on his or her statement of economic interests. This section shall not apply to any

&, Income of a business entity is reportable if the direct, indirect or beneficial interest of the filer and the filer's
spouse In the business entity aggregates a 10 percent or greater interest. In addition, the disclosure of
persons who are clients or customers of a business entity is required only if the clients or customers are within
one of the disclosure categories of the filer.




part-time member of the governing board of any public institution of higher education,
unless the member is also an elected official. Subdivisions (a), (b), and (c) of
Government Code section 89501 shall apply to the prohibitions in this section.

This section shallf not limit or prohibit payments, advances, or reimbursements for travel
and related lodging and subsistence authorized by Government Code section 83506.

Section 8.1. Prohibition on Receipt of Gifts in Excess of $390

(A) No member of a state board or commission, and no designated employee of a state
or local government agency, shall accept gifts with a total value of more than $390 in a
calendar year from any single source, if the member or employee would be required to
report the receipt of income or gifts from that source on his or her statement of
economic interests. This section shall not apply to any pari-time member of the
governing board of any public institution of higher education, unless the member is also
an elected official.

Subdivisions (&), (f), and (g) of Government Code section 89503 shall apply to the
prohibitions in this section. ‘

Section 8.2. Loans to Public Officials

(A) No elected officer of a state or local government agency shall, from the date of his or
her election to office through the date that he or she vacates office, receive a personal
loan from any officer, employee, member, or consultant of the state or local government
agengcy in which the elected officer holds office or over which the elected officer's
agency has direction and control.

(B) No public official who is exempt from the state civil service system pursuant to
subdivisions (¢), (d), (e), (f), and (g) of Section 4 of Article Vil of the Constitution shall,
while he or she holds office, receive a personal loan from any officer, employee,
member, or consultant of the state or local government agency in which the public
official holds office or over which the public official's agency has direction and control.
This subdivision shall not apply to loans made to a public official whose duties are solely
secretarial, clerical, or manual.

(C) No elected officer of a state or iocal government agency shali, from the date of his
or her election to office through the date that he or she vacates office, receive a
personal loan from any person who has a contract with the state or local government
agency to which that elected officer has been elected or over which that elected officer's
agency has direction and control. This subdivision shall not apply to loans made by
banks or other financial institutions or to any indebtedness created as part of a retail
installment or credit card transaction, if the loan is made or the indebtedness created in
the lender's regular course of business on terms available to members of the public
without regard to the elected officer's official status.




(D) No public official who is exempt from the state civil service system pursuant to
subdivisions (c), (d), (e), (f), and (g) of Section 4 of Article Vil of the Constitution shall,
while he or she holds office, receive a personal loan from any person who has a
confract with the state or local government agency to which that elected officer has
been elected or over which that elected officer's agency has direction and control. This
subdivision shall not apply to loans made by banks or other financial institutions or to
any indebtedness created as part of a retail instaliment or credit card transaction, if the
foan is made or the indebtedness created in the lender's regular course of business on
terms available to members of the public without regard to the elected officer's official
status. This subdivision shall not apply to loans made to a public official whose duties
are solely secretarial, clerical, or manual.

(E) This section shall not apply to the following:

1. Loans made to the campaigh committee of an elected officer or candidate for
elective office.

2. Loans made by a public official's spouse, child, parent, grandparent, grandchild,
brother, sister, parent-in-law, brother-in-law, sister-in-law, nephew, niece, aunt,
uncle, or first cousin, or the spouse of any such persons, provided that the person
making the loan is not acting as an agent or intermediary for any person not
otherwise exempted under this section.

3. Loans from a person which, in the aggregate, do not exceed five hundred dollars
($500) at any given time.

4. Loans made, or offered in writing, before January 1, 1998,
Section 8.3. Loan Terms

(A) Except as set forth in subdivision (B), no elected officer of a state or local
government agency shall, from the date of his or her election to office through the date
he or she vacates office, receive a personal loan of five hundred dollars ($500) or more,
except when the loan is in writing and clearly states the terms of the loan, including the
parties to the loan agreement, date of the loan, amount of the loan, term of the loan,
date or dates when payments shall be due on the loan and the amount of the payments,
and the rate of interest paid on the loan. '

(B) This section shall not apply to the following types of loans:
1. Loans made to the campaign committee of the elected officer.
2. Loans made fo the elected officer by his or her spouse, child, parent, grandparent,

grandchild, brother, sister, parent-in-law, brother-in-law, sister-in-law; nephew, niece,
aunt, uncle, or first cousin, or the spouse of any such person, provided that the




person making the loan is not acting as an agent or intermediary for any person not
otherwise exempted under this section.

3. Loans made, or offered in writing, before January 1, 1998.

(C) Nothing in this section shall exempt any person from any other provision of Title 9 of
the Government Code.

Section 8.4. Personal Loans

(A) Except as set forth in subdivision (B), a personal loan received by any designated
employee shall become a gift to the designated employee for the purposes of this
section in the following circumstances:

1. If the loan has a defined date or dates for repayment, when the statute of
limitations for filing an action for default has expired.

2. If the loan has no defined date or dates for repayment, when one year has
elapsed from the later of the following:

a. The date the loan was made.

b. The date the [ast payment of one hundred dollars ($100) or more was made
on the loan.

¢. The date upon which the debtor has made payments on the loan aggregating
to less than two hundred fifty dollars ($250) during the previous 12 months.

(B) This section shall not apply to the foliowing types of loans:

1. A loan made to the campaign committee of an elected officer or a candidate for
elective office.

2. A loan that would otherwise not be a gift as defined in this title.

3. A loan that would otherwise be a gift as set forth under subdivision (A), but on
which the creditor has taken reasonable action to collect the balance due.

4. A loan that would otherwise be a gift as set forth under subdivision (A), but on
which the creditor, based on reasonable business considerations, has not
undertaken collection action. Except in a criminal action, a creditor who claims that a
loan is not a gift on the basis of this paragraph has the burden of proving that the
decision for not taking collection action was based on reasonable business
considerations.




5. A loan made to a debtor who has filed for bankruptcy and the loan is ultimately
discharged in bankruptcy.

(C) Nothing in this section shall exempt any person from any other provisions of Title 9
of the Government Code.

Section 9. Disqualification

No designated employee shall make, participate in making, or in any way attempt to use
his or her official position to influence the making of any governmental decision which
he or she knows or has reason to know will have a reasonably foreseeable material
financial effect, distinguishable from its effect on the public generally, on the official or a
member of his or her immediate family or on:

(A) Any business entity in which the designated employee has a direct or indirect
investment worth two thousand dollars ($2,000) or more;

(B) Any real property in which the designated employee has a direct or indirect interest
worth two thousand dollars ($2,000) or more;

(C) Any source of income, other than gifts and other than loans by a commercial lending
institution in the regular course of business on terms available to the public without
regard to official status, aggregating five hundred dollars ($500) or more in value
provided to, received by or promised to the designated employee within 12 months prior
tfo the time when the decision is made;

(D) Any business entity in which the designated employee is a director, officer, partner,
trustee, employee, or holds any position of management; or

(E) Any donor of, or any intermediary or agent for a donor of, a gift or gifts aggregating
$390 or more provided to; received by, or promised to the designated employee within
12 months prior to the time when the decision is made.

Section 9.3. Legally Required Participation

No designated employee shall be prevented from making or participating in the making
of any decision to the extent his or her participation is legally required for the decision to
be made. The fact that the vote of a designated employee who is on a voting body is
needed to break a tie does not make his or her participation legally required for
purposes of this section.

Section 9.5, Disqualification of State Officers and Employees
In addition to the general disqualification provisions of section 9, no state administrative

official shall make, participate in making, or use his or her official position to influence
any governmental decision directly relating to any contract where the state




administrative official knows or has reason to know that any party to the contractis a
person with whom the state administrative official, or any member of his or her
immediate family has, within 12 months prior to the time when the official action is to be
taken:

(A) Engaged in a business transaction or transactions on terms not available to
members of the public, regarding any investment or interest in real property; or

(B) Engaged in a business transaction or transactions on terms not available to
members of the public regarding the rendering of goods or services totaling in value one
thousand doliars ($1,000) or more.

Section 10. Disclosure of Disqualifying Interest

When a designated employee determines that he or she should not make a
governmental decision because he or she has a disqualifying interest in it, the
determination not to act may be accompanied by disclosure of the disqualifying interest.

Section 11. Assistance of the Commission and Counsel

Any designated employee who is unsure of his ar her duties under this code may
request assistance from the Fair Political Practices Commission pursuant to
Government Code section 83114 or from the attorney for his or her agency, provided
that nothing in this section requires the attorney for the agency to issue any formal or
informal opinion.

Section 12. Violations

This code has the force and effect of law. Designated employees violating any provision
of this code are subject to the administrative, criminal and civil sanctions provided in the
Political Reform Act, Government Code sections 81000 - 91015. In addition, a decision
in relation to which a violation of the disqualification provisions of this code or of
Government Code section 87100 or 87450 has occurred may be set aside as void
pursuant to Government Code section 91003.

Section 13. Designated Positions and Disclosure Requirements

1. The persons occupying the following positions manage public investments. They
shall file a full statement of economic interests pursuant to Government Code Sections
87200 et seq.:

« Members of the Board of Trustees
+ President
« Vice President Administrative Services




2. Disclosure Categories: The disclosure categories listed below identify the types of
investments, business entities, sources of income, or real property which the designated
employees must disclosure for each disclosure category to which he or she is assigned.

Category 1: Persons in this category shall disclose all interest in real property located in
the jurisdiction or within two (2) miles of any land purchased or leased by the Agency.

Category 2; Persons in this category shall disclose all business positions, investments
in, or income, including gifts, loans and travel payments, received from business entities
that manufacture, provide or sell services and/or supplies, books, machinery,
equipment, provisions or other property of the type utilized by the Agency.

Category 3: Persons in this category shall disclose business positions, investments in,
or income, including gifts, loans and travel payments received from sources which are
contractors or subcontractors engaged in the performance of work or services of the
type utilized by the Agency.

Category 4: Persons in this category shall disclose all business positions, investments
in, or income, including gifts, loans and travel payments received from business entities
that manufacture, provide or sell services and/or supplies, books, machinery or
equipment of the type utilized by the Department.

CODE OF ETHICS STANDARDS OF PRACTICE -

TRUSTEES

A violation of any member of the Board of Trustees of Board Palicy 2715 will result in
the following action:

A.

A written complaint may be filed by a member of the Board of Trustees, or
any other person to the Chair of the Board of Trustees. If the alleged violation
is by the Board Chair, the complaint shall be filed with the Vice Chair. The
complaint must cite the section of the board ethics statement being violated.
Actual of perceived violations of the law must be dealt with expeditiously.

The Board Chair or Vice Chair shall appoint a subcommittee to review the
charges and made a report and a recommendation back to the Board of
Trustees in an open meeting. The trustee subject to the charge of
misconduct shall not be precluded from presenting information to the
committee.

In the event that the violation involved “pending litigation” the board may
discuss the findings of the subcommittee in closed session. Any action on the
recommendations must be reported out and voted on in an open meeting.
The recommended actions by the subcommittee to the full board can include
a requirement to take ethics training as prescribed by AB1234, a training
session on the Brown Act, censure by the Board of Trustees, or legal charges
being filed with the District Attorney against the violating member. A study
session or workshop may be appropriate for the whole board if it appears that
trustees may be unaware of the law.

The Board must find by majority plus one vote, that the accused member has
violated the board ethics statement. The action taken by the board will be
binding on the board member charged and on the board as a whole. The
records of any actions identified in the recommendation shall be maintained
by the Office of the President.

PREPARATION AND REVISION OF BOARD POLICIES
& ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURES

Board policies and administrative procedures shall be reviewed through the process described
below. The College’s process provides the avenue for input into development of policies and
procedures.

The process creation/revision of procedures shall be streamlined whenever possible by the
proposals being submitted to College Planning Council (CPC) in the form of agenda items; CPC
representatives will provide input back to CPC through the various constituent groups. The
actions taken by and recommendations of the CPC shall be advisory to the President.
Administrative procedures shall be acted upon by the President or designee(s). The Board
reserves the right to direct revisions to administrative procedures should they, in the Boards’
judgment, be inconsistent with Board policy. ‘

Only the Board of Trustees are authorized to create policy and may delegate the creation/revision
to the President. The Office of the President prepares a draft of the proposed new board policy,
or revision of existing policy, utilizing the recommended format, The Board Administrative
Assistant routes the proposed new policy, or revision of existing policy to the college President

- for review. The President or designee will review for format, consistency with existing policies,
regulations and CCLC guidelines and returns to the Board Administrative Assistant for revision
if required or legal implications need exploring. After the initial review by the President the
proposed new policy, or revision of existing policy, is forwarded to President’s Cabinet.
President’s Cabinet reviews and forwards to College Planning Council for review. College
Planning Council representatives may provide input back to CPC from the various constituent
groups. The President then presents the new Board Policy to the Board of Trustees for action.
Unless voted otherwise by the Board, new board policies shall require two readings by the Board
of Trustees, while revisions to existing policies shall require one reading.
